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STP Again Leads U.S. in Electricity Production 

Wadsworth, Texas – June 1, 2006 – For the second year in a row, the South Texas Project (STP) nuclear power plant has led the U.S. in the amount of electricity produced by a two-reactor facility. STP’s total generation in 2005 was 20.79 billion kilowatt-hours (KwH). 

STP also led all two-unit plants in production in 2004, with 21.36 billion KwH. Total generation was higher that year because only one reactor was taken offline for refueling, while both units were refueled in 2005. 
In addition, STP’s fuel cost of 3.76 mills ($0.00376) per KwH not only is one of the lowest for a nuclear plant but also for all power plants in the country, because uranium costs less than the coal, gas and oil used in fossil-fueled plants. STP’s total production cost of $0.01234 per KwH was the second lowest among nuclear plants in 2004, the latest year for which industry-wide figures are available. 

“These accomplishments are a credit to the exceptional performance of STP’s employees, and to the careful planning and direction of plant management,” Site Vice President Ed Halpin said. “We produce electricity safely, reliably and cost-effectively because of the diligence and dedication of our entire team.”
STP supplies power to customers in Houston, Austin, San Antonio, Corpus Christi and surrounding areas. The plant is managed by the STP Nuclear Operating Company and owned by Austin Energy, CPS Energy and NRG Texas LLC. STP's twin reactors produce nearly 2,600 megawatts of electricity, enough for approximately two million homes.
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
