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              STP LEADS U.S. IN PRODUCTION 

FOR THIRD STRAIGHT YEAR
Wadsworth, Texas (Feb. 15, 2007) – For the third consecutive year, the South Texas Project nuclear power plant led the U.S. in electricity production by two-reactor facilities. STP’s total generation in 2006 was 21.37 billion kilowatt-hours, setting another record for the facility. 
In addition, Unit 2 led all 103 reactors nationwide in production, operating continuously all year and generating 11.22 billion KwH. Its output was the third highest of the 442 reactors worldwide. STP Unit 1, which was routinely shut down 34 days last year for refueling and maintenance, generated 10.14 billion KwH. Despite the outage, the unit still ranked sixth in the country and seventeenth globally. It was the U.S. production leader in 2004 and in 2001. 
“Our excellence in electricity production is a result of the exceptional performance by STP employees and the careful planning and direction of plant management,” Site Vice President Ed Halpin said. “Our entire team is dedicated to the safe, reliable and cost-efficient production of electricity.”

About the South Texas Project

STP supplies power to customers in Houston, Austin, San Antonio, Corpus Christi and surrounding areas. The plant is managed by the STP Nuclear Operating Company and owned by NRG Texas LLC, CPS Energy and Austin Energy. STP's twin reactors produce nearly 2,600 megawatts of electricity, enough to power approximately two million homes.

There are 33 two-unit plants in the U.S., two plants with three units each and 31 single-reactor sites.    
STP also led all two-unit U.S. plants in 2005 with 20.79 billion KwH and in 2004 with 21.36 billion KwH.
STP’s production figures represent net generation, the amount of electricity placed on the grid. Some plants and publications report gross generation (total output without subtracting the electricity used to meet plant needs). 
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
